My goal for this year 

is to have all 15 do this. 

 

This past April we had an outstanding Chapters Regional Conference (CRC) held in Lubbock, Texas. It was hosted by 

the West Texas Chapter and they did an outstanding job in putting this event together. We certainly appreciate 

their efforts toward this huge task for a chapter.  

 

MARK YOUR CALENDAR:  Our next CRC will be held in Monterrey, Mexico on April 22nd-24th. If you do not have a 

passport, for those on this side of the border, please do not forget to get one before January of 2010. The 

Monterrey Chapter is working hard to make this an event to remember so please make plans to attend. Here is the 

web site link for this CRC: http://www.crc-2010.org. The hotel is set and they are working on the details for the 

activities that surround the meetings and training sessions. Please consider sharing a room where possible to help 

reduce your cost. We are also asking that each chapter (President-Elect) identify the 2010-2011 Chapter Officers 

and Committee Chairs by January 1, 2010 so that these people can make their travel arrangements well in advance. 

We are also asking that each chapter consider providing a stipend to help offset the personal expenses associated 

with the CRC to help make this an affordable experience.

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2008-2009 Year in Review 

The past society year was another great year for Region VIII.  We had a number of very involved chapters and 

great programs.  We accomplished the following as a Region: 

1.  Had our first entry into the Society level Technology Award Competition in at least three (3) years! 

2. Submitted a nominee from our region to the Society level Star Award competition for the first time in at 

least two (2) years! 

3. Used all eight (8) of the Distinguished Lecturer (DL) speakers available to our Region plus an additional five 

(5) DL speaker presentations paid for by the local chapter or by the speaker for a total of thirteen (13) DL 

speaker presentations last year. 

4. Eleven (11) of our fifteen (15) chapters achieved PAR this past year.

Moving on in „09 

As a region we have had one (1) DL presentation already this year.  Of the eight (8) total DL slots allowed for our 

region by society there six (6) of these slots have already been confirmed with chapters.  W have another six(6) 

DL presentations that will not be through the main DL program that chapters have already scheduled.  We are 

currently on track to surpass the number of DL speakers that we used as a Region last year. 

 

Did you Know? 

Two thoughts for this month: 

Did you know that you have the ability to directly affect the PAOE point structure for Chapter Technology 

Transfer (CTTTC)?  Every year the CTTC committee meets to determine what changes to make to the PAOE point 

structure.  If you see something you would like to change let your CTTC chair know and he will pass that on to me 

(your RVC for CTTC) and I will take it to the next meeting for possible implementation.  East Texas had a 

suggestion about a year ago and let me know and it is now part of the national PAOE pt. requirement for CTTC. 

 

Did you know that the Distinguished Lecturer list is a great place to get speakers for chapter meetings even if 

your chapter does not have a DL slot for the year?  A large number of the speakers on the DL list speak for free 

(i.e. company pays for their travel) or they are affiliated with a national/international equipment company.  For 

those speakers who are affiliated with equipment companies, the local equipment rep can usually get them to come 

to town without cost to the chapter on a sales or marketing call. 

 

 

 

To all Chapter officers and Board of Governors: 

 

Although most Chapters have a procedure for handing off information regarding past activities and meeting future 

obligations, sometimes government regulations such the IRS can bite a chapter and, if they do not comply with 

regulations as described below, can mean substantial penalties.  One chapter is facing a $5.00 per day non-filing 

penalty going back several years.  Don‟t put your chapter in this position.  Please read and familiarize yourself with 

these IRS rules.

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IRS Guidelines 

 

**Origin of the IRS: The roots of the IRS go back to the Civil War when President Lincoln and Congress, in 1862, 

created the position of commissioner of Internal Revenue and enacted an income tax to pay war expenses. The 

income tax was repealed 10 years later. Congress revived the income tax in 1894, but the Supreme Court ruled it 

unconstitutional the following year. 

 

The Internal Revenue Service and Treasury Department have published final regulations providing the factors the 

IRS will use in determining whether to revoke the section 501(c)(3) tax-exempt status of an organization that 

participates in excess benefit transactions, in addition to assessing section 4958 excise taxes against disqualified 

persons. The regulations are effective for excess benefit transactions occurring after March 28, 2008. 

 

Small tax-exempt organizations whose gross receipts are normally $25,000 or less may be required to 

electronically submit Form 990-N, also known as the e-Postcard. The Pension Protection Act of 2006 added this 

filing requirement to ensure that the IRS and potential donors have current information about your organization. 

 

Due Date of the e-Postcard: The first e-Postcards are due in 2008 for tax years ending on or after December 

31, 2007. 

 

The e-Postcard is due every year by the 15th day of the 5th month after the close of your tax year (June 30). For 

example, if your tax year ended on December 31, 2007, the e-Postcard is due May 15, 2008. You cannot file the 

e-Postcard until after your tax year ends. 

 

How To File: You may be able to access the filing site directly by typing or pasting the following address into your 

Internet browser: http://epostcard.form990.org. When you access the system, you will leave the IRS site and file 

the e-Postcard with the IRS. The form must be completed and filed electronically. There is no paper form.  

 

Information You Will Need To File the e-Postcard: The e-Postcard is easy to complete. All you need is the 

following information about your organization. Click on any of the links below, if you need more information about 

the item. 

 

 Employer identification number (EIN), also known as a Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN)). 

 Tax year 

 Legal name and mailing address 

 Any other names the organization uses  

 Name and address of a principal officer 

 Web site address if the organization has one 

 Confirmation that the organization‟s annual gross receipts are normally $25,000 or less  

 

 

Who Must File: Most small tax-exempt organizations with gross receipts that are normally $25,000 or less must 

file the e-Postcard. Exceptions to this requirement include: 

 

 Organizations that are included in a group return, and 

 Churches, their integrated auxiliaries, and conventions or associations of churches. 

 The following organizations cannot file the e-Postcard but must file different forms instead: 

 Tax-exempt organizations with annual gross receipts that are normally greater than $25,000 must file 

Form 990 or Form 990-EZ; 

 Private foundations must file Form 990-PF; 

 Section 509(a)(3) supporting organizations that are required to file Form 990 or Form 990-EZ. 
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Late Filing or Failure To File the e-Postcard: If you do not file your e-Postcard on time, the IRS will send you a 

reminder notice but you will not be assessed a penalty for late filing the e-Postcard. However, an organization that 

fails to file required e-Postcards (or information returns i.e. Forms 990 or 990-EZ) for three consecutive years 

will automatically lose its tax-exempt status. The revocation of the organization‟s tax-exempt status will not take 

place until the filing due date of the third year. These guidelines are on our website under Chapter Operations and 

in the MCO.

Research Promotion had another stellar year in 2008-09 and Region VIII was again the champion promoter! 

 

Another first for ASHRAE and Region VIII was our RVC Fred Gleeson. He exceeded his 3-year million dollar goal!! 

Thanks Fred for your hard work and the support team of all the Chapter RP chairs that made it happen. 

 

Last year‟s Society results raised an enormous $2,038,528! All of the chapters in Region VIII contributed 17% of 

those contributions by turning in $349,981 – 105% of goal - for the campaign year or $102 per member. That 

exceeds the 2nd highest Regional $/member averages by almost $40!  Congratulations Region VIII! Any way you 

slice it, Region VIII is way ahead in the race. 

 

I do not know your opinion, but I believe all of the other regions have a tremendous amount of work just to catch 

up. What do you think? Thought so! Since assuming RVC responsibility this campaign year, the sense of 

responsibility and determination showed by every chapter RP chair is awe-inspiring. Thank you for supporting me as 

you did Fred. 

 

The other side of the coin is how much of our contribution dollars are dispersed back to our region. As of the 

Winter 2009 report, Society has committed $1,133,637 in research projects and grants back to our region. That is 

a $3.66 return for every $1 contribution. That is a staggering statistic! That is just the tip of the iceberg. Region 

VIII‟s research project and grant funds increased 15% from the spring of 2009.   That commitment is another 

vote of confidence that our universities in Region VIII are doing a stellar job. Where there is an opportunity, 

commend the following universities for their contribution to the HVACR discipline; Oklahoma State, Texas A & M, 

and University of Texas. 

 

Personally, I am eagerly anticipating what the next generation of Region VIII RP chairs will contribute. Just this 

week, chapter campaign goals were committed to by the majority of chapters. Thanks to each RP chair that 

responded and I wish to congratulate you on your commitment. This year‟s Region VIII goal is $341,900.  I know 

each of us will do our best and exceed that goal again this year. Thank you!! 

 

As another challenge for 2009-10 campaign year, I would like to see Region VIII reach Regional Full Circle and 

have our $/member amount increased to $110. Not an easy goal to reach but if we do it, we will once again exceed 

our Regional Goal.

ASHRAE was formed from the merger of two national organizations, American Society of Heating and Air 

Conditioning Engineers (ASHAE) and American Society of Refrigeration Engineers (ASRE).  This merger 

took place in 1959 and ASHRAE held its first Chapters Regional Committee (CRC) in 1961 electing Bill 

Collins it first Director of Regional Committees (DRC).
