Meeting Minutes

Old Business
President Chance Hollingsworth called the meeting to
order at the Little Rock Club.

President Chance Hollingsworth reviewed the proposed
changes to the Chapter bylaws that were published in
the last Razorback report.

President Chance Hollingsworth introduced Jim Sadler
of Mason Industries to present the technical session
concerning Seismic HVAC guidelines.

Jim presented a brief description of mechanical equip-
ment seismic restraint requirements. He reviewed the
code specifics from the International Building Code and
how it is intended to be applied.

President Chance Hollingsworth reviewed the proposed
changes to the bylaws that were published in the Janu-
ary newsletter and asked that all members review the
changes and forward any concerns or other changes to
him.

President Chance Hollingsworth recognized Chapter
Secretary Kim Koch as being named one of ASHRAE’s
New Faces in Engineering.

John Hodoway introduced Carol Marriott to present the
program on “The IBC, Seismic Compliance of HVAC
Equipment.”

Carol Marriott presented a brief history of the IBC. She
stated that some of the Key Language included in the
IBC is as follows:

Protect Health & Safety During an Event
Maintain Health & Safety After an Event
Interrelationship

Component

Responsibilities

Carol stated there are two chapters of interest in the IBC
to mechanical designers, vendors and contractors.

e Chapter 16 describes requirements for earthquake
resistance and the requirement for certificate of
compliance.

e Chapter 17 describes certification, testing & inspec-
tion.

Carol reviewed the basic steps in determining seismic
requirements. They are as follows
Determine “Seismic Use Group”
Determine “Component Importance Factor, IP” of the
HVAC Equipment
Determine “Seismic Design Category”
Determine if the HYAC Equipment is Exempt
Determine Seismic Design Force

Carol reviewed some examples of how to apply these
steps to a sample project.

Carol stated that in Chapter 17, Section 1707.7.2 — “The
component manufacturer shall test or analyze the com-
ponent and the component mounting system or anchor-
age for the design forces of Chapter 16...” The compo-
nent must remain functional following a Seismic Event
and it must receive independent certification. Chapter
17, Section 1703.1 describes the requirements of an
Approved Agency for certification.

Carol closed with questions and answers from the audi-
ence.

President Chance Hollingsworth thanked the presenters
and all for attending and dismissed the meeting.

This means the Nominating Committee must determine
from all of the available recommendations which candidate is best to serve in each position to better ASHRAE and to
best serve ASHRAE's members. Nominating Committee members take this task very seriously.

There are three things you can do:

» Update your ASHRAE bio. This allows those charged with reviewing candidates to see the chapter positions that
you have held, the technical committees on which you have served, and papers you have written, where you might

» Promote your local members. Have them brought forward at the chapters regional conference (CRC). At your re-
gion's CRC, the regional Nominating Committee meets in executive session to identify members to fill regional officer
positions, including regional vice chairs, director and regional chair, directors-at-large, and other positions. Chapter's
delegates and alternates take recommendations to the executive session at the CRC. Each CRC Nominating Com-
mittee sends to ASHRAE headquarters a list of candidates it thinks will best serve the Society. These names are
brought forward at the fall Nominating Committee meeting.
