ASHRAE Seminar Focuses on Proposed Sustainabilitytéhdard

ATLANTA — A sneak peek at a proposed standard fgh+performance buildings will be shared in a seaniat ASHRAE's 2008
Winter Meeting.

Sustainability in Building Codes: ASHRAE/USGBC/IBSMandard 189.1Rakes place from 8-9:30 a.m. Jan. 20.

“Some cities and municipalities have started to dad@ that new construction meet sustainability irequents,” Katherine Ham-
mack, chair of the seminar, said. “Standard 189Heing written to be incorporated as a model dodkigh-performance, green
buildings.”

Proposed Standard 189.1P will provide minimum resyuents for the design of high-performance new cenoial buildings and
major renovation projects, addressing energy efficy, a building’s impact on the atmosphere, snatde sites, water use effi-
ciency, materials and resources, and indoor enwviestial quality.

It is being developed by ASHRAE, the llluminatingdineering Society of North America (IESNA) and th&s. Green Building
Council (USGBC).

The proposed standard is expected to go out fecansl public review period shortly after the 200814t Meeting.

“The first review earlier this year generated s®@6 public comments scattered across most of therdent,” John Hogan, chair
of the committee writing the standard, said. “Taéagyést number of comments addressed whether tpegsed language in various
sections was normative (as required for a standatd energy chapter received the most commeritaret! by the definitions
chapter.”

“Through this seminar, attendees will be introdut®ethe standard, learn about how it integrateschffiel's from the energy effi-
ciency standards and be informed about the carluxidé equivalency alternative compliance methdtgmmack said.

“The standard explains that this is a performarapiance method used to compare the impact obuargreenhouse gases
based on their global warming potential.”

In May 2007, New York Mayor Michael Bloomberayhched plaNYC 2030, setting a range of targetsutdwreating one of the
most sustainable cities in the world over the @&xyears.

One of the goals is to reduce global warmingssiomns by more than 30 percent relative to cureemissions levels. New York
City is already one of the most energy efficietiesiin the U.S., largely as a result of the extenmass transit system and rela-
tively low auto use.

Given that some 79 percent of the city’s carbomissions come from buildings, the city is strivio reduce building energy con-
sumption, both in new construction, and more imgratty in the 5.2 billion square feet of existingltings (nearly 1 million build-
ings) that are currently consuming energy.
