Doyle Phillips reported that in the past there 
has been a typical increase in construction cost of 3-5% per 
year. In the past 18 months there have been increases as 
much as 1-1.5% per month. Materials such as drywall, ply-
wood and cement have all increased dramatically and there 
are expected to be more increases with the upcoming short-
ages caused by hurricane Katrina.
