Arkansas Chapter Receives Recognition for ASHRAE Research Contributions

taken from Resource Promotion Final Campaign Report for 2004-2005

Rick Sellers, the Resource Promotion (RP) Committee Chairman for 2004-2005 recently received recognition for his committee’s
OUTSTANDING efforts in raising money for ASHRAE Research. In the Final Campaign Report, two RP Chairs were recognized
for their achievements. In choosing the top chapter chairs, factors such as the percentage of Goal, High-5, and Challenge Goal,
the total dollars raised over Goal as well as the dollars raised per chapter assigned member, and the accomplishment of other
campaign related activities like the Full Circle Award, workshop attendance, organizing a volunteer committee, etc. where taken
into consideration. Two individuals emerged as the top RP Chairs. James Grant of the National Capital chapter and Rick Sellers
of the Arkansas chapter. Some of Rick’s numbers are highlighted below.

1.) Rick exceeded his goal of $35,709 by 33% for a total of $47,525.

2.) He set a new chapter High Five and exceeded his challenge goal by 128% and 122% respectively.

3.) Rick was second in total dollars collected as applied towards the chapter Goal. Rick collected $47,525 (116 gifts with no
Golden Circle investors). The National Capital chapter was first in total dollars collected with $49,458.

4.) He was tops in dollars collected per assigned member. The Arkansas Chapter is first in its size class (250-499) at a whopping
$181.39 per area assigned member which is the highest for any size chapter.

5.) Rick completed most of the campaign action items suggested by the RP Committee including: Campaign Action Plan, Re-
source Promotion Night after January 1st, creation of a Volunteer Committee, ordering of his chapter’'s 2003-2004 donor recogni-
tion items, three special events, attainment of the Full Circle Award, and attendance at his region’s RP Training Workshop.

In Memory of William J. Collins

William J. (Bill) Jr. was born in Iron River, Ml on May 26, 1915, and passed from this life on July 27, 2005 in Oklahoma
City. Educated in mechanical engineering he came to Oklahoma in 1937 and attained his Professional Engineering li-
cense in 1941. He established a consulting engineering office in 1946. Before retiring in 1995, he was responsible for
the design of systems in thousands of buildings in Oklahoma and throughout the nation. Strongly believing that a per-
son should put something back into the industry from which one earned his living, Bill was a Charter Member and Presi-
dent of the Consulting Engineers Council of Oklahoma, a Founding Member of the American Consulting Engineers
Council, President of the Oklahoma Society of Professional Engineers, Vice President of the National Society of Profes-
sional Engineers and President of the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air Conditioning Engineers. Bill
was listed in Who's Who in Engineering, was a member of the Engineering Hall of Fame at Oklahoma State University,
and a member of the President's Club at Michigan Technological University. He was retired from the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers Reserves as a Lieutenant Colonel. He was a member of Rotary Club 29for forty five years and was a Paul
Harris Fellow. Bill joined Christ the King parish in 1951.He was on the Parish Council and the Building Committee. In his
latter years as a member of the Share and Care Club, he drove 'Meals on Wheels' for the homebound. He was also on
the Archdiocesan Building Committee for many years. He was preceded in death by his parents, a sister and two wives,
Anne Soss Collins and Mabel Denham Collins. He is survived by his wife, Carlen Stecker Collins; five children, Char-
lotte Denham Meredith and husband J. Conley of North Little Rock, AR., son Douglas R. Denham and wife Rene of Al-
buquerque, NM, son Larry B. Stecker and wife Marka of Litchfield Park, AZ, daughter Linda Stecker Smith and husband
Eddie Porter of Oklahoma City, son William E. Stecker and wife Angie of Yukon, OK: a nephew Don Miller and wife

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Camp Aldersgate Receives LEED Gold Rating

On August 5th, Rick Fedrizzi, President and CEO of USGBC, presented a gold
plaque to Camp Aldersgate, in recognition of certification as a LEED Gold build-
ing. The new 12,000 square foot dining and commons facility is one of thee
buildings in Arkansas that have earned LEED certification. The Gold rating for
Camp Aldersgate puts this building among the elite in the nation.

Camp Aldersgate provides programs for children with special needs and for
senior citizens. The award luncheon followed a closing ceremony for a week-
long camp for children with blood diseases or cancer. Rick Fedrizzi commented
about the experiences that Camp Aldersgate provides for special needs children
and that the children deserve a building designed with sustainable practices.

Following the presentation, Martha Jane Murray, Wilcox Group Architects, rec-
ognized the members of the design team, construction team, and suppliers of
various building systems. She also gave highlights of the building and an-
swered questions about how some of the LEED rating system points were
achieved.

Some of the buildings design features are: natural daylighting, high efficiency
lighting systems, a geothermal heat pump air conditioning system that utilizes
the camp’s five acre lake as the heat rejection sink, a variable volume con-
denser water pumping system, and building automation system .

Milton W. Garland Commemorative Refrigeration Award for Project Excellence

Who is Mr. Garland? He has been called “Mr. Refrigeration.” He holds 40 patents and developed refrigeration com-
pressors for industrial and commercial use. Mr. Garland is an ASHRAE Fellow and Life Member, as well as an ASH-
RAE Centennial Honoree: A Pioneer in Technology. He was honored as the nation’s oldest worker at 104. Included
in his 80 year resume’ with the Frick Company are cooling a 2 mile deep gold mine, design of some of the first com-
mercial ice rinks in the U.S., helping create the frozen food industry, invention of the “shell” ice machine, and assis-
tance in decommissioning and recommissioning breweries at the start and end of Prohibition.

Well, that's enough history lessons. What is this award all about, anyway? It is presented “to both designer and
owner of a non-comfort cooling refrigeration application that incorporates new technology in a unique manner.”

More specific eligibility requirements, as stated in the Manual of Procedures for Refrigeration Committee, are: 1) re-
frigeration shall be defined as any use of mechanical refrigeration machinery for application other than human com-
fort. In general, this will be for food processing and preservation as well as industrial applications. It could also apply
to refrigeration used in manufacturing processes, life support in extreme environments, recreational facilities, or other
non-comfort cooling applications, 2) all projects must be submitted within the thirty-six (36) preceding months of the
initial operation date of the system, 3) the Milton W. Garland Commemorative Refrigeration Award is open to all who
think their projects or other projects with which they are familiar have achieved some distinction. Projects may be sub-
mitted by the designers, architects, engineers, owners, or suppliers. The nominator must inform and have approval
from the owner of the installation that the entry may be published. The owner’'s name may be withheld for privacy, 4) a
release must be obtained from the owner of the project, 6) there must be an ASHRAE linkage to the nominee (the
prime designer is a member, the installer is a member, the firm is Golden Circle, or the owner, supplier, etc., is a
member).
